Call to Order Chairman Tom Wangeman called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.
Invocation & Pledge of Allegiance
· Invocation: Delivered by Gary Davis.
· Pledge of Allegiance: Led by Marla Sission.
Roll Call Secretary Julie Koyle conducted roll call.
· Attendance: 29 present, 5 by proxy, and 10 absent.
Approval of Agenda
· Amendment: Marla Sission moved to amend the agenda to include a proposed letter to the State Party. Seconded by Eric Smallwood. Motion carried (2 in opposition).
· Approval: Steve Kohtz moved to approve the agenda as amended. Seconded by Ray Parish. Motion carried.
· Point of Order: Leslie Wolff requested clarification on adding items to the agenda. Chairman Wangeman clarified that additions require a 2/3 vote of the Precinct Committee.
· Point of Order: Leslie Wolff questioned Item 9(a) (Deep Creek Precinct Nomination). It was determined the ten-day notice requirement was not met. Item 9(a) was deferred to the April agenda.
Approval of Minutes Eric Smallwood moved to approve the minutes from the previous meeting. Seconded by Jim Lanting. Motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report Ruth Pierce presented the Treasurer’s Report. Ray Parish moved to approve the report; seconded by Tom Billington. Motion carried.
Unfinished Business
· A. Nominations for Deep Creek Precinct: Postponed to April (see Item 4).
· B. “Get Out the Vote”: Jason Brown discussed allocating funds for advertising for the May 19th election.
· Sarah Bacon moved to postpone spending until the November Election. Seconded by Leslie Wolff. Following discussion, Leslie Wolff called the question. Motion failed.
· Suzie Hawkins moved to spend up to $5,000 on advertising, including social media. Seconded by Eric Smallwood.
· Amendment: Eric Smallwood moved to amend the motion with the following parameters: The Executive Committee must oversee and approve all ads, and no specific candidates may be mentioned. Seconded by Tom Billington. Motion carried (2 in opposition).
· Final Vote: The original motion, as amended, was put to a vote. Motion carried (2 in opposition).
New Business
· State Party Correspondence: Marla Sission read a proposed letter to the State Republican Party Chair requesting a cease-and-desist order against the Magic Valley Liberty Alliance PAC regarding misleading advertising.
· Motion: Mar;a Sission moved to accept the letter and send it to the State Party. Seconded by Carla Critchfield.
· Vote: A roll call vote was requested. Following a discussion on proxy validity, several proxies were deemed invalid due to missing information.
· Final Count: 25 Yes, 5 No, 2 Abstained. Motion carried.
· Point of Inquiry: Carla Critchfield requested that proxy forms be sent to all committee members for future use.
Announcements
· Filing Deadline: Chairman Wangeman reminded members that March 13th is the final day to file for Precinct Committee positions.
· Club Updates: Announcements were shared by the MVRW and SIRW.
· Deep Creek Inquiry: Leslie Wolff inquired why the Deep Creek nomination was on the agenda. Chairman Wangeman explained that previous results were not announced and a candidate was absent, necessitating a redo.
· Document Request: Kathy Tompson requested that the letter from the State Party regarding the Deep Creek nomination process be distributed to all precinct members.
